ATTENDANCE 
 
Each day of summer school is equivalent to one week of the school year. Therefore it is 
imperative for each student to be present each and every day. Students will receive NO 
credit for a class if they miss more than 6 hours of class per semester. This includes 
tardies. Each tardy of less than 15 minutes gets recorded as a tardy with 4 of these 
equivalent to an hour misses. More than 15 minutes gets added up and the minutes are 
used. Detentions will be issued for all tardies and are to be served that day with the 
principal. 
 
Students are expected to make up all work that they miss if absent for any reason. 
 
If student is to be absent for any reason, a parent must telephone the Attendance Office 
before 9:00 a.m. The number is (209) 957-3340 - ext 122 . A voice mail may be left A 
written note is also required upon the student's return to school and should include the 
name of the student, the date absent, the reason for the absence, the present date, and 
the parent's signature. This time will be counted against the student as there are no 
excuses for time missed. No student may write his or her own notes. 
 
 
HOURS 
 
The school day begin at 8:00 am each day and ends at 12:00 noon for the 1st semester. 
The second semester does not finish until 12:20 to make up for the 4th of July holiday. 
In addition there will be a break in the middle of the morning. There is a snack bar open 
during this break offering drinks or other foods. No food or drinks may be taken into the 
classroom. 
 
 
DISCIPLINE 
 
As summer school is such a short, intense period of time, we are not expecting to 
address any discipline problems. Any student who is not here with the intention of 
learning will be asked to leave with no refund of tuition nor credit given for the class 
taken. 
 
The principal shall be the arbiter and decision maker on what is a violation. 
 



MEDICATION 
 
Medications will not be furnished to students by the school. If a student must have 
medication during the school day, the following procedure will be followed: 
 

A. Instructions from the doctor, parent, and/or guardian must be filed in the 
attendance office stating the nature of the medication. 

 
B. All medications must be clearly marked (prescription container, original package, 

etc.) 
 

 
C. The student is to come to the attendance office for the medication that has been 

provided by the parent(s) and/or guardian. 
 
D. Where reasonable and feasible, the student's medication should be self-

administered. 
 
DRESS CODE 
 
The dress code for summer school is "relaxed". School uniforms do not have to be 
worn. However,students are asked to dress appropriately at all times and will be sent 
home if it is deemed that they are not dressed in an acceptable manner. The time 
missed will be counted against their attendance hours. 
 
Not acceptable for girls: 
 

1. Any shirts with "spaghetti" straps (no underwear or bra straps may be showing.) 
2. Shirts which do not cover their torso - we do not wish to see "skin" if hands are 

raised. 
3. Body piercings are limited to the ears. 
4. Shorts must be of appropriate style and length 
5. Shirts with writing or art work deemed unacceptable for school. 

 
Not acceptable for boys: 
 

1. Sagging or baggy pants 
2. "Wife beater" shirts 
3. Shirts with writing or art work deemed unacceptable for school. 

 
In addition to the letter of the law, there is a spirit and tone which the school is seeking. 
Parents are encouraged to actively help assure that the student is dressed in a manner 
fitting for a classroom. If in doubt, don't wear it. 
 
Continual disregard for the dress code is grounds for dismissal from summer school.

GRADES 
 
Unless the class is being taken for no credit, all grades will be given to the Saint Mary's 
High School Registrar at the conclusion of summer school. The grades will be entered 
on the students permanent transcript. For make up classes, the summer school grades 
will replace the previous grade. 
 
If a class needs to be changed upon completion of summer school, the school 
counselors need to be notified. We will notify the counselors of normal changes such as 
Algebra to Geometry if the new grade means the prerequisite has been met. A report 
card will be sent to the address given upon registration in summer school within a week 
after the class has concluded. 
 
 
SURVIVAL SKILLS CLASSES FOR INCOMING FRESHMEN 
 
For those students coming to the Survival Skills classes, all of the above rules will apply. 
The only difference is that the time of class will be from 8:00am until 10:00 am each day. 
We are unable to provide security outside, so we ask all parents to be prompt in picking 
up their student after school. 
 
As neither class is for credit, it will not show on your transcript. However, we will send a 
report home at the end of each class describing the progress made during the three 
week session. There will be a break during the class, however the snack bar will not be 
open during this time. 
 
The dress code for summer school applies to these classes. The students also will be 
given a detention if they are tardy. It must be served that day in the attendance office.
